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Reliability and Validity of a Scale for Assessing the Attitudes of
Japanese Students Seeking Professional Psychological Help

We examined the reliability and validity of a Japanese version of the Seeking Professional
Psychological Help Scale-Short (ATSPPH-S) scale, a widely cited scale used to explore adolescents’
attitudes towards mental health services. Participants were 699 Japanese university students. Factor
analysis showed that the two factors of the Japanese version were negatively correlated, indicating a
different relationship between these factors than was found in the original version. This result may
suggest that Japanese adolescents would seek professional psychological help as part of a self-directed
problem-solving process—in other words, an extension of self-help. Adequate model fit was indicated
after we converted five items that were originally reverse scored to straight items. This model also had
two factors (“seeking professional psychological help” and “self-direction”). Both factors were significantly
correlated to a mental health scale and an index of concern about the mental health service center at
their university. The second factor was also correlated positively with the Stigma Scale for Receiving
Psychological Help. It indicated that Japanese adolescents might have some ambivalence regarding the
use of mental health services. Thus, the ATSPPH-S showed adequate internal reliability and validity for
Japanese adolescents, and differed slightly for this group.
